Seymour Street between lonia Street and Ottawa Street,

Sycamore Street between lonia Street and Ottawa Street,

Walnut Street between Washtenaw Street and Ottawa Street,

Capitol Avenue between lonia Street and Allegan Street,

Allegan Street between Pine Street and Capitol Avenue,
