Capitol Avenue between Shiawassee Street and Ionia Street, 
Walnut Street between Kalamazoo Street and Washtenaw Street, 
Pine Street between Shiawassee Street and Ionia Street. 
 
Streets closures will be in effect between 9:00 a.m. and 12:30 p.m. 
Allegan Street between Pine Street and Capitol Avenue, 
Walnut Street between Washtenaw Street and Ottawa Street, 
Ottawa Street between Washington Square and Butler Boulevard, 
Capitol Avenue between Ionia Street and Allegan Street, 
Pine Street between Ionia Street and Allegan Street.

(LPD) personnel and/or LPD authorized personnel located at the intersections to help 
guide motorist safely to their destinations with minimal delays.
